Patrol 


During the first quarter of 2016 calls for service/self initiated activity decreased 22% from 
the first quarter of 2015, from 2,694 to 2,094. Below is a possible reason for the first quarter 
2016 decrease. 


The Department has been operating short two full time officers since the third quarter of 
2015. 


During the first quarter of 2016, the Department hired an entry level Officer who is 
scheduled to begin the Washington State Police Academy on April 6th.   


A new Reserve Officer joined the department and is currently attending the Reserve 
Academy with a graduation date set in June, 2016. 


During the 1st quarter, the police department separated an Officer due to a medical issue, and 
is currently one position short. 


In March three new patrol vehicles were delivered and are currently undergoing up fitting of 
emergency equipment.  


Police Department Overtime  
 
Department overtime costs during the first quarter of 2016 indicate a 43% increase as 
compared to the first quarter of 2015. We are seeing a cost increase of approximately $9,204.  
 
The increase in overtime use can be attributed to the department being short two full time 
officers, officers on military leave, and officers utilizing sick days.

School Resource Officer Activities during the first quarter 2016. 


• During the first quarter of 2016, the School Resource Officer (SRO) was assigned 25 
case files, made 1 juvenile arrest and 1 adult arrest. 


• In March, the SRO conducted an excessive speed emphasis in school zone which resulted 
in one citation being issued along with seven verbal warnings for speed. 


• The SRO assisted the four Prosser schools in traffic control, visited with Staff and 
Students on a regular basis, and participated in various school initiated drills and 
meetings. 


• The SRO spoke with various students about harassment, sending inappropriate photos on 
their cell phones, attendance issues, and smoking marijuana. 


• The SRO attended how to deal with special education students training, two CIA 
meetings, and talked to the leadership class about cyber crimes. 


• The SRO tested security procedures using civilians at both Housel Middle School and 
Prosser Heights. 


Investigations 


During the first quarter of 2016, clearance rate of Group A Offenses are as follows: 


• Clearance rate for Group A Offenses investigated first quarter in 2016 is 42%. Out of 64 
cases, 27 were cleared. 
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• Clearance rate for Group A Offenses investigated first quarter in 2015 is 48%. Out of 86 
cases, 41 were cleared.

Clearance rates are dictated by the type of crime and the resources available to follow up the 
crime. It is anticipated that once the department is fully staffed and fully operational, a full time 
detective will be put in place, which should increase clearance rates.

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Traffic Infractions 


• During the first quarter of 2016 the Prosser PD conducted 682 self initiated traffic 
stops/traffic complaints. As a result, 166 traffic citations were issued, which resulted in a 
traffic citation being issued 24% of the time, or approximately 2.4 times out of every 10 
traffic infractions encountered by patrol officers resulted in a traffic citation being issued.

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Burglar Alarm Responses 


• During the first quarter of 2016 the Prosser PD responded to 32 total burglar alarms, all 
of which were found to be false alarms. During the same time period in 2015 the 
department responded to 43, indicating a 25% decrease in false alarm responses. 


Subsequently, the Department invoiced five premises for violating Prosser Municipal Code 9.20 
False Alarms. 


During the first quarter of 2016, commercial businesses accounted for 12 out of the 32 false 
alarm responses. 


Domestic Violence Incidents 


• Decrease in domestic violence (DV) related incidents in the first quarter of 2016 by 27% 
from 11 incidents in 2015 to 8 in 2016.  


• This statistic does not include outside law enforcement requests for DV assists that the 
Prosser PD has provided.  


Summary 


As stated earlier, during the first quarter of 2016, calls for service have decreased by 22 % from 
the first quarter of 2015, 2,694 to 2,094. We are seeing a decrease in Group A Offenses by 25%, 
as well as a decrease in Group B Offenses of 15%. Felony arrests remain the same.

Patrol 


During the second quarter of 2016 calls for service/self initiated activity decreased 23% from the 
second quarter of 2015, from 2838 to 2183. This decrease can be directly related to the 
Department operating short two full time officers since the third quarter of 2015. 


During the second quarter of 2016, Reserve Officer Contreras graduated from the Reserve 
Academy and began his PTO training, and our part time Administrative Secretary resigned.   


Police Department Overtime  


Department overtime costs during the second quarter of 2016 indicate a 21% decrease as 
compared to the second quarter of 2015. We are seeing a cost savings of approximately 
$3,288.75.  


 
This translates into a decrease of nearly 77 hours in overtime use during the second quarter of 
2016 as compared to the second quarter of 2015.

Patrol 


During the third quarter of 2016 calls for service/self initiated activity decreased 9.5% from the 
third quarter of 2015, from 2,550 to 2,307.  


This decrease can be related to the Department operating short two full time officers and a third 
officer on extended medical leave.   


During the third quarter of 2016, Officer Woody graduated from the Basic Law Enforcement 
Academy and in September, the Department hired Lateral Officer Sparks. Both Officers are 
currently completing PTO. 


The Department also hired part time Administrative Secretary Randy Salgado. 


Police Department Overtime  


Department overtime costs during the third quarter of 2016 indicate an approximate 51% 
increase as compared to the third quarter of 2015. We are seeing a cost increase of approximately 
$8,518.86.  


 
This translates into an increase of 166.25 hours in overtime use from the third quarter of 2016 as 
compared to the third quarter of 2015.  
 
This increase can be attributed to the department having two vacant officer positions, a third 
officer on extended medical leave, a fourth officer on military leave, Officers with previously 
scheduled annual leave, and various officers who were required to attend mandatory 
recertification training(s).

School Resource Officer Activities during the third quarter 2016. 


Due to limited staffing during the third quarter of 2016, the SRO had to split his time between 
SRO duties and Patrol. 


• During the third quarter of 2016, the School Resource Officer (SRO) was assigned 88 
case files, made 1 juvenile arrest and 4 adult arrests. 


• The SRO assisted the four Prosser schools in traffic control, visited with Staff and 
Students on a regular basis, and participated in various school initiated drills and 
meetings. 


• The SRO spoke with various students about stealing, reckless driving in the parking lot, 
marijuana use, and harassment. 


• The SRO assisted a student with reporting an assault that occurred in the county. 
• The SRO spoke with four of the six classes taught by Mrs. Garza. 


Investigations 


During the third quarter of 2016, clearance rate of Part I Offenses are as follows: 


• Clearance rate for Part I Offenses investigated third quarter in 2016 is 30%. Out of 69 
cases, 20 were cleared. 
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• Clearance rate for Part I Offenses investigated third quarter in 2015 is 48%. Out of 77 
cases, 37 were cleared.  


• See attachments (A) and (B) for a comparison of clearance percentages between 
third quarters of fiscal year 2016 and 2015. 


Clearance rates are dictated by the type of crime and the resources available to follow up the 
crime. It is anticipated that once the department is fully staffed and fully operational, a full time 
detective will be put in place, which should increase clearance rates.

• During the third quarter of 2016 the Prosser PD conducted 736 self initiated traffic 
stops/traffic complaints. As a result,  245 traffic infractions were issued, which resulted in 
a traffic infraction being issued 33% of the time, or approximately 3 out of every 10 
traffic infractions encountered by patrol officers resulted in a traffic infraction being 
issued.

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Burglar Alarm Responses 


During the third quarter of 2016 the Prosser PD received 35 total burglar alarms, all of which 
were found to be false alarms. During the third quarter of 2015 the department responded to 42 
false alarm calls, during this same time period in 2016, we responded to 35, indicating a 17% 
decrease in false alarms.  


Subsequently, the Department invoiced five premises for violating Prosser Municipal Code 9.20 
False Alarms. 


During the third quarter of 2016, 16 commercial businesses accounted for 26 out of the 42 false 
alarm responses.   


Domestic Violence Incidents 


• We are seeing an 18% increase in domestic violence (DV) related incidents in the third 
quarter of 2016 as compared to third quarter 2015 from 11 incidents to 13 in 2016. This 
statistic does not include outside law enforcement requests for DV assists that the 
Prosser PD has provided.  


Summary 


As stated earlier, during the third quarter of 2016, calls for service have decreased by 9.5% from 
the third quarter of 2015, 2,550 to 2,307. We are seeing a decrease in Part I Crimes by 10%, a 
decrease in part II crimes by 21% and a decrease in Felony arrests by 61%.
